
1/ Avoid using “we”, when you are the only author of a text.
2/ Note that “who” is only for people, and “which” is for things.
3/ “will” and “would” are modals (along with can, could, shall, should, may, might, must, "have to”, ought to”). There are auxiliaries used in many situations to give specific meanings or sense to situations. NOTE that they invariable and are followed only by the base form of a verb (i.e. the infinitive without “to”).
“Will” is largely used to express immediate or general future intention or predictions.
It is cold in here, in five minutes I will shut the window.
There will be an exam in March.
“Would” is more conditional, and also is used to be polite.
“Do you want some coffee?” is quite direct.
“Would you like some coffee?” is more polite.

“Would” can also be used in an idiomatic way to discuss repeated actions in the past. Eg. When I was a school, we would have “games” (i.e. sports) on Wednesday and Thursday afternoons. “Would” here is a synonym of “used to”.

4/ “allow” and “permit” cannot be followed by an infinitive.
“It allows to go from the Pacific to the Atlantic” IS NOT acceptable.
“It allows ships to go from the Pacific to the Atlantic.”
“The data permits to establish a relationship between x and y” IS not possible.
“The data permits a relationship between x and y to be established.”
