Meanwhile the value of the UK’s legal services continues to rise on an annual basis, with exports increasing by almost half a billion pounds to £6.648bn in 2021. UK-headquartered firm DLA Piper brought in the most revenue between 2021-2022, followed by magic (5)	      firm Clifford Chance. The Society described the report as an 'objective, neutral, evidence-based assessment'.
